                                   Armory Park Neighborhood Parking Program

The Armory Park Neighborhood Association has created a new parking program for residents in the neighborhood. It’s a voluntary program that’s designed to complement the already existing Parkwise programs that are available to all residents in the area. By covering areas where those programs are not desirable, needed, or cost effective, it can provide some of the same benefits, and a few added benefits at minimal or no cost.

Each membership will be provided a free decal. (Couple memberships receive 2 decals.)

Non-members will pay the equivalent cost of membership, $10.00 for the first permit( if for some reason, you don’t want to be a member of the association.)  All secondary/additional decals for anyone, will be available for $5.00. This is a one-time cost, as the decal lasts for the duration of its applicability in the program (see below.)

Essentially, if you provide your name, Armory Park physical address, phone number/ contact information; and make, model, year, color, state & plate number,of your vehicle, both TPD and Parkwise, (who have both expanded their coverage areas and enforcement criteria), will give you a call to remedy the situation BEFORE they write you a ticket. If they neglect to do so, you may have reasonable grounds to fight the ticket. Your information will be kept in a special, separate database maintained by the TPD community liaison officer, and only available to TPD, APNA, and Parkwise.

It’s taken a while to work out the details, since this is a test pilot program for all of the neighborhoods in the three square mile downtown district. But we all hope its a win-win for everyone.

No more tickets because your vehicle is registered to a PO Box or business,thus excluding you from the 7 day legal limit--it’s 24 hours only, for any vehicle not registered to your physical house! No more tickets for parking in front of your obviously abandoned curb cut. Plus many more benefits.

Residents can note cars in the area that do belong here, and those that don’t - saving the police from nuisance calls, etc. We hope it will lead to better neighborhood and neighbor- to- neighbor involvement with our “block watch” programs, and build a better relationship with our downtown police division and Parkwise officers

The numbered decals need to be placed on the inside rear window on the drivers’ side. Each will have a unique number that corresponds to your contact info.

To participate in the program, you must provide the information requested on the application. The program is only available for residents of Armory Park. Each decal lasts for the lifetime of the vehicle and for the lifetime of the program, provided ownership and residency are continuous. You must also agree to remove the sticker and notify APNA of any changes within 30 days, if the vehicle no longer is in compliance with the program. Please familiarize yourself with the attached list of parking violations. The decal entitles you direct contact with an officer to correct situations and possible misunderstandings. 

IT DOES NOT, IN ANY WAY, ENTITLE YOU TO BREAK THE PARKING LAWS!

The program officially begins on September 1, 2011. Please visit: armoryparktucson.org

Please note that this list is current as of August, 2011. It includes the addendum fees recently enacted by the state of a $13.00 surcharge. However, all rates are subject to change.

Chris Leighton, Director of Parkwise, which is a subsidary of the City of Tucson, not a large multinational corporation, has added a few notes to the list that his 8 (currently) Parkwise officers especially note in their patrols. This is also concurred by the 2 community service officers of TPD that handle parking violations.

1. Safety issues-- right of way.

2. Expired registrations for vehicles on city streets.

3. Blocking access to driveways.

4. Parking on the streets for extended periods, in the same location, with no movement detected.

5. Parking of any commercial vehichle or RV longer than 24 hours, at any time, in any location.

6. Blocking access to any sidewalk, or public right of way.

7. Parking farther than 1 foot from the curb, thus blocking bike lanes.

8. Parking in the right of way, i.e. : anything other than on your property, i.e.  the area between the sidewalk and your fence.

9. Obscuring any traffic mitigation device, i.e. stop, yield or other posted signs.

10.  Parking in any red- marked curb area.

11.  Blocking any fire hydrant.

12.  Violations of any handicap restricted parking.

Please note: 

If you have a curb cut, you can’t park in front of it, unless it is obviously “abandoned”. This means a permanently blocked gate, plantings or other obvious features. You can have the curb cut removed, but it may cost you about $3000.00.

No one is allowed to park in the area between (or astride) the sidewalk and their property line. Period. Ever.

Because of “section 25” of the city code, all residents are required to maintain and are liable for any problems on the public right of way, from their property line to the curb, even if you do not technically “own” that area. Please note that you can be fined if you do not fix your sidewalk, maintain your landscaping so that a 4 foot-wide  by 7 foot-high “free space” is available at all times for pedestrians in the public right of way in front of your house. You are liable for the right-of-way, not the city.

Parkwise uses a “half” method of determining violations. If the curb is not marked, the distance is “generally” halved. And it considers all minor avenues to be “alleys” with the 10 foot limit, not 20 or 30 feet, depending (whether there is a sign or not.) But only in Armory Park, and the very few other area where these minor avenues are actual streets, with addresses. 

THIS PROGRAM IS DESIGNED TO ALLEVIATE MISUNDERSTANDINGS WITH TICKETING OFFICERS. IT IN NO WAY ALLOWS YOU TO BREAK STATE AND CITY LAWS.  Marked areas - red curbs, are stricly enforced.

Thank you for participating, We hope this program will work effectively until the time that meters or Parkwise residential parking programs are needed or required in your area. The increased development of the downtown core will result in this eventually being a factor throughout the neighborhood. We are hoping to ease that transition.
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
